It’s That Time of Year. . .
The Silk Trees Are Blooming! 

The Mann Manor is proud to be the home of three Silk 
Trees, normally found only in South America, and one of 

which was located and planted in the property’s rose garden 
during the restoration of the house. That tree, however, fell 
during Hurricane Charlie and was thought to have perished. 
Just as it was to be cut for removal, new branches began 
appearing and within less than a month, multiple branches 
extending four and five feet had grown from the fallen tree. 
The new growth was “air grafted” and from that process, two 
trees were obtained. One now stands where the initial tree 
did, in the rose garden. The other is just east of the rose garden 
along the entry drive. The final, but most unique and 
prominent tree, which is estimated to be 75-100 years old, is 
by the sidewalk at the northwest corner of the property.  You 
can see its pink blooms peering above the roof of the manor.

These unusual trees bloom only once a year for approximately 
three (3) weeks. In addition to the unique blooms the trees 
produce, they are quickly set apart from other trees by the 
large thorns which cover its trunk and branches. This is truly 
a tree to challenge even the hard-core tree climber.  The 
tree’s rare lily-like pink flowers dawn the trees like sparkling 
jewels, and provide a blanket of pink when they fall to the 
ground.  Then, as quickly as they came, they disappear, until 
late October the next year.

Take time to view these rare trees as they 
bloom. Children, particularly, are enchanted 

by the uniqueness of them.
